It is an ¢
word that means "celebration”.
"Jul" was celebrated by the vikings even before Jesus
was born. The Vikings celebrated

that the days were getting brighter.

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Advent and Lucia

Advent:

During Advent, we get ready for Jesus' birth. Advent is
the four Sundays before Christmas Eve. They are called
the first, second, third and fourth Advent.

In many homes, people light a candle for each Advent.

It is like a count down for Christmas Eve.

Lucia Day:

Lucia Day is on December 13th. It is a day when we
celebrate light and Saint Lucia. People celebrate by

having a Lucia parade with lights and singing.

The Christmas tree was first seen in
Germany in the 1500s. More and more
people started putting the tree in their
homes, and the tradition came to Denmark.

Today, we dance around the Christmas tree and
sing Christmas songs before we open the presents

that are under the tree.
